As a parent, it is imperative that we strive to set a positive example for our children and to inspire our kids to practice the ideals of sportsmanship, self-discipline, teamwork, concentration, and friendship in the everyday aspect of their lives. The following list the mandatory conduct of a parent. This code of conduct also applies to all persons in your family and/or any guest you bring to a Pop Warner event. They are also your responsibility, and as such you/they shall:

· Not use tobacco or alcohol on school campus.

· Not criticize the children, only use positive reinforcement.

· Not use abusive or profane language/gestures at any time.

· Not deliberately incite unsportsmanlike conduct.

· Not criticize the opposing team members.

· Emphasize that good athletes strive to be good students.

· Try to make every practice and game a training ground for life.

· Emphasize winning is the result of teamwork.

· Not to be rude, “boo”, ridicule or throw objects at anyone at anytime.

· Stay off the practice field (unless child is injured).

· Stay off the game field (unless child is injured).
· Do not be a sideline coach, this will only confuse the kids and distract them from their focus on the field. 

· Accept the decisions of the Referees, even if you have a different opinion.

· Remember the game is for our children at all times, and they are playing to have fun. 

Anyone in violation of the above shall be given a verbal warning and/or be asked to leave a Pop Warner Event. The adult’s child may also be removed from the event.

Any adult who then commits an offense the second time will be banned from Pop Warner for one (1) year to the date of the second offense. 

Any adult who physically assaults an official, coach, volunteer, staff member or other participant or threatens bodily harm may be banned from any and all Pop Warner programs and their child removed for a period of one year from the date of the offense, and permanently removed for a second offense.
